Indoor cricket facilities with training nets/lanes (minimum of 2 lanes)

Outdoor cricket facilities, particularly with turf center wickets and/or outdoor nets/lanes.

Bowling machines or other training equipment.

Free access to those facilities on a regular basis for an average of 4-8 hours per week (variable depending on
location).

Free or discounted access to approved coaches for an average of 4-8 hours per week (variable depending
on location).
